APPEAL TO VOLUNTARILY REMOVE ENCROACHMENTS ON
STORM WATER DRAINS AND LAKES

The citizens of Bengaluru are aware, have seen for themselves as
well as through media reports the damages and loss of properties
within the jurisdiction of Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike during
the recent heavy rains. The BBMP has consistently brought to the
notice of the citizens that encroachment of lakes and storm water
drains has been the main reason for such incidents.

The documents of the Revenue Department, Government of
Karnataka indicate the canal systems which have been formed

naturally from time immemorial and have enabled collection and free
flow of rain water. The said canals/drains have been classified as
primary, secondary and tertiary canals in the revenue maps. Changing
the direction of flow of water and/or encroaching such naturally formed
canal systems is an illegal act. Hence a firm decision has been taken
for removal of such encroachments as empowered under the KMC Act
1976, Section 288(a)(d) withoutissuing any notices.

Therefore encroachers of such properties and land developers are
hereby informed to voluntarily remove all such encroachments. Failure
to comply with this appeal will result in forceful removal of all such
encroachments and the expenses towards such action will be
recovered from the concerned encroachers and realtors/property
